Have an “I can” attitude Not the “I don’t get it, so I’m not going to try”
The EOC – should only be taken once. The objective for the students is to learn the math objectives and be successful. However because it is important to learn the knowledge, we will offer test retakes to help them prepare for the EOC. You may retake a test afterschool ONLY after you attend a tutoring session. This should NOT be a habit as students should be ready to test/quiz on the actual test day. These retake tests are ONLY for OBJECTIVE book tests not notebook checks or homework quiz checks. 
The opportunities to succeed and improve are 

Math XL    is a new internet access program offered through Northeast High School. The program can give homework and test online to prepare the students since the EOC is going to be online. (Passwords and Access codes will be provided by November 11th)
Pearsonsuccessnet.com      This is a computer version of the student’s book. There are worksheets, videos, practice problems, and their book on line. (Letter was sent home with passwords and instructions.)

Interactmathmath.com   This website has a book with help to answer questions that may be difficult to answer. They show “step by step” how to solve the problems. (No password or log in information needed)

Tenmarks.com This program is a computer program that offers extra problems to practice. There are hints and a video for every problem should the student have difficulty. (The user name and password are the same. It is the student’s last name, comma, and a four digit number with no spaces in between.)
