Mr. Todd was born in rural south Alabama at the beginning of the Great Depression of the 1930s. As a teenager, he understood the value of a quality education and when he could not gain entrance to the college of his choice he sat outside the office of the college president until the president agreed to meet with him. Four years later, he graduated at the top of his class. With World War II looming, Mr. Todd enlisted in the Army Air Corps and flew 144 combat missions over enemy lines. After the war, Mr. Todd returned to the field of education and became recognized as one of the true experts in the preparation of young people for success in their chosen careers.  At the time of his death in 2002, he was continuing to serve his community as a member of the Pinellas County School Board. The Todd Center is a living memorial to Mr. Todd’s contributions in the field of education.

Program Objective
The objective of The Todd Center is to train students interested in pursuing professional careers to be able to compete academically for college placement with students from any other secondary school in the nation.  Attainment of this objective is to be effected through the careful selection of students accepted into the program, a fully integrated curriculum developed jointly by The Todd Center Faculty and The Todd Center Advisory Board, and rigorous instruction of The Todd Center curriculum by a well-coordinated and highly skilled faculty.
Career Selection
The Todd Center program includes a battery of diagnostic tests in addition to exposure to a wide range of potential occupations which are intended to assist students in selecting the careers they may wish to pursue. 
Program Structure

The most current research conducted by both the ACT and SAT concluded that the single most reliable predictor of student success in any university program is completion of the core courses featured in The Todd Center curriculum.
Admission Requirements

The Todd Center will continue to operate through 2014 when the current year's freshman class will graduate; however, the program will not continue beyond 2014; therefore, freshman students will not be registered for the program for the 2011-12 school year.
